Agreement,

l. The parties agree to carry on joint research projects, conduct scientific cooperation and
exchange academic staff for consultations and cooperation in developing bilateral projects.

2. Collaboration in the field of education will include teacher exchange for lectures.

3. In terms of education, exchange of students as part of jointly conducted studies and
exchange for the internship is anticipated.

4. The parties agree that the Agreement becomes effective on the date when signed by
both parties and will continue in effect for five (5) years.

5; Either Party may terminate this Agreement providing the other with written notice of
its intent to terminate at least 3 months before the effective date of the termination.

6. Details on the implementation of the ‘Agreement’ (topics of jointly conducted
projects, their duration, rules of personal exchange and financing rules) and possibly other
forms of cooperation, divided by calendar years, will be agreed upon in the form of Detailed

Agreements implemented by interested organizational units of both Parties.
On behalf of the University of Agriculture in Krakow, the Detailed Agreement is signed by

the Deans of the Faculties engaged in the agreement implementation and approved by the

Vice-Rector for International Relations.
On behalf of Polissia National University, the Detailed Agreement is signed by the Deans of

the Faculties engaged in the agreement implementation and approved by the Rector.

7. The Agreement has been prepared in 6 copies in English, Polish and Ukrainian, 3
copies for each party. In case of doubt, the binding version of the Agreement is the text in

English.

8. The Parties agree this Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the Republic of
Poland and Ukraine.
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
